Biography

households of pastors who greatly admired the work of missionaries. As a child, Brenda 
spent ample time around her pioneer missionary grandparents, E.L. and Nona 
Freeman, and was greatly influenced by their passion for souls in Africa. Dale 
graduated from Christian Life College in Stockton, California, majoring in missions.  

Before joining Global Missions, they served for nine years as Associate Pastor 
and Director of International Ministries in Salt Lake City. During that time, Dale did some 
short-term Bible school teaching in Germany.
